G\.S.R. 22(E).—In exercise of the powers confer-
red by scction 17 of the National Commission for
Women Act, 1990 (20 of 1990C), the2 Central Gov-
ernment hereby makes the following rules, namely:—

1. Short title and commencement:—(1)} These
rules may be called the National Commission for
Women (Annual Statement of Accounts and Annual
Report) Rules, 1995,

(2) They shalt come into force on the date of
their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Decfinitions:—In th2se rules, unless the context
otherwise requires,

(a) “Act” means thc National Commission for
Women Act, 1990 (20 of 1990);

(b) “Audit Officer” means the Comptroller
and Auditor General of India or any per-
son appointed by him in connection with
the audit of the accounts of the Com-
mission;

(c) “Commission” means the National Com-
mission for Women constitated under sec-
tion 3 of the Act;

(d) “Form” means a form annexed to these
rules,

3. Accounts of the Commission:—(1) The annual
stalement of accounts of the Commission for every
financial year shall be preparcd by the Membez-
Secretary or such oflicer of the Commission as may
geha;}thoris:d by the Member-Secretary in  this
ehalf,

(2} The annual statement of accounts duly ap-
proved by the Commission shall be submitted by the
Member-Secretary to the Central Government by
such datz as may be gpecified by the Central Gov-
ernment. .

(3) The Commission shall forward to the Central
Government quarterly reviews of the progress of
cxpenditure jncurred and the expenditure likely to
be incurrcd during the remaining part of the finan-
cia]l vear as and when called for by the Central
Government.

(4) The Member-Sccretary shall supervise the
maintenance of the accounts of the Commission,
the compilation of financial statement and returns
and shafl also ensure that all accounts, books, cofi-
nected vouchers and other documents and papers of
the Commission required by the Audit Officer for
the purpose of auditing the accounts of the Com-
mission are placed at the disposal of that officer.

(5) The accounts of the Commission including
initial accounty with effect from the date of its cons-
titution shall be maintained in Form A.
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" (6) The annual statcment of accounts shall be
signed and aulhenticated by thc Mcmber-Secrctary.,

(7) The annual statement of accounts shall be
submitted to the Audit Officer on or  before the
30th of Junz folloing the year to which the accounts
relate and the Audit Ofticer shall audit the accounts
of the Commission and report thercom.

(8) The Commission shall, within thicty davs of
receipt of Audit Report, remedy any defect or irregu-
larity point:d out therein and report to the Cenliral
Government and the Audit Officer about the actiopn
taken by it thereon.

4. Annual Report of the Commission.—(1) The
Member-Secretary or any other officer of the Com-
mission duly authorised by the Member-Secretary in
this behalf shall prepare, in Form B, the annual
report refeired to in Section 13 of the Act on ot
before the 3ist day of July following the financial
year to which thal report relates.

{2) The annual rcport referred to in sub-rule (1)
after approval by the Commission shall be signed
and authenticated by the Member-Secretary.

(3) Copies of the authenticated report shall be
submitted by thc Member-Sizcretary to the Central
Governmznt by the eod of August lollowing the year
to which the sonual report relates to  enable  the
Central Government to take action as reguired under
section 14 of the Act.
